 Senator Weiner voted against the bill in subcommittee and committee. She voiced concerns about the income eligibility cap and yearly benefit cap; they were too low and she wanted more people to have access to the benefits. She also believed some of the provisions in the bill, such as the 30% per quarter cap on funds, would restrict the director of the fund from acting with flexibilty to help veterans in need. This bill came from Senator Reichman following the state commission running out of funds for the trust fund grants. The bill codifies the rules for who is eligible and puts a 30% per quarter cap on the use of the annual funds. Reichman indicated he was not for the increased flexibility for use of the trust fund bill as it is not needed with these codified rules and the interest and returns being increased from the investment bill last year. The AS team did pitch the idea of allowing the IDVA Director to approve requests over the 30% cap if one quarter, like winter, had a much higher demand for grants. 
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
